RULES AND ORGANIZATIONAL INFORMATION
TCHOUK KIDS 2025
Nowe Miasteczko, 21–22 November 2024

Organizer
The organizer of the Tchouk Kids 2025 tournament on 21–22 November 2024 is the “Tchoukball Lubuskie” Association.
Co-organizers of the event are: Gmina Nowe Miasteczko and the Marshal’s Office of the Lubuskie Voivodeship.
Venue of the tournament:
Nowe Miasteczko, Marcinkowskiego Street 2, Sports and Entertainment Hall (next to the Primary School).

Age categories
· M10 (born in 2015 and younger)
· M12 (born in 2013 and younger)
· M15 (born in 2009 and younger)

Participation
· Teams must consist of at least 5 players.
· The maximum number of players per team is 10, who must register within the deadline (by 15 October 2025) using the registration form.
· Entry fee: 40 PLN = 10 EUR per player, payable on the day of the tournament to the organizer.

Awards and facilities
· Each team will receive a cup, medal, diploma, and a gadget (with the tournament logo).
· The organizer will provide drinking water, a baguette (large roll), and fruit.
· Coaches and players will also have access to a social room (buffet) with coffee, tea, etc.
· Teams requiring accommodation should contact the organizer by 30 October 2025.

Goals
The main goal of the tournament is to develop the players’ and teams’ sporting skills through fair play and beautiful play in accordance with the Tchoukball Charter.
· One school may be represented by more than one team.
· A player can only be a member of one team.

Competition schedule
The games will be played according to the schedule.
The detailed match schedule will be sent/provided to the teams after confirmation of participation by 18 November 2025.

Tournament system
21 November 2025
· Round-robin system (each team plays each other) – in case of a small number of teams.
· Each match (M10, M12, M15) consists of one period of 12 minutes.
· Break between matches: 3 minutes.
· Knockout system – in case of a large number of teams.
· Each match (M10, M12, M15) consists of two periods of 12 minutes.
· Break between matches: 3 minutes.
· In M10 and M12 categories, the restricted area is reduced to 2.5 meters.
22 November 2025 – International competition
· Categories: M12 and M15.
· Each country may be represented by one team per category.
· Tournament system: round-robin.
· Each match (M12, M15) consists of three periods of 10 minutes.
· Break between matches: 2 minutes.
· Number of players: M12 – 5 players, M15 – 7 players.

Rules and refereeing
· Matches will be refereed by officials appointed by the organizers.
· Games are played according to the rules of tchoukball available at www.tchoukball-lubuskie.pl.

Liability and safety
· The organizer is not responsible for material possessions, mobile phones, or other devices belonging to the players.
· Medical care will be provided during the tournament.
· The organizers reserve the right to make changes to the rules after consultation with the coaches.
· Any matters not included in the regulations should be resolved in accordance with the spirit of the Tchoukball Charter.
